3. Counseling Center Offers Gatekeeper Training for Suicide Prevention 
Marquette University is in its second year of a 3-year grant, funded by Substance Abuse and 
Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), for campus suicide prevention. The primary 
aim of the project, entitled Link for Life, is to provide suicide prevention training to all Marquette 
employees and students over the life of the grant. 
 
Suicide is the second leading cause of death for college aged students. Research also 
indicates that there may be higher rates of suicide among graduate students. Factors that 
may contribute to the increased risk include possible later onset of the major psychiatric 
disorder, years of going without treatment for disorders thus putting people at greater risk, or 
pressures regarding decisions about career and one’s future, according to leading suicidologist, 
Morton Silverman, M.D. (as cited in  http://www.psychiatrictimes.com/p021001a.html). 
 
The good news, however, is that suicide is preventable. Link for Life utilizes QPR (Question, 
Persuade, Refer), a nationally recognized suicide prevention training model. In just two hours, 
participants become “gatekeepers” or individuals who have their eyes and ears open for 
students who are at risk for suicide either because they have verbally so stated or because they 
non-verbally are showing indications that they are at high risk. These gatekeepers will possess 
the knowledge necessary to be the link between the individual in a suicidal crisis and 
professional help. The training will review and teach symptoms of depression, signs of suicide, 
myths and facts about suicide, how to talk to someone in a suicidal crisis and how to refer 
someone for help. 
 
QPR trainings are held monthly. Times and locations are listed below. Or, if you prefer to offer 
QPR to your department, staff, class, club or student group, training arrangements can be made
