Final day to submit thesis, professional project or essay to the Graduate School with results and
signatures.

Results of comprehensive exams due in the Graduate School. Registration for and the taking of
comprehensive exams is arranged between the student and his/her program or department.

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4. Application Requirements Checklists Online

Each graduate program has its own application requirements. To help applicants make sure they submit
all of their needed materials, application checklists have been created for every graduate program. As a
student who has already been admitted to the Graduate School, you may not need to use these
checklists, but, if you plan to apply to a different program or degree in the future, you will find the
checklists extremely helpful.

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5. Online Application System Revamped

The Grad School is currently working on three major improvements to its online application system. We
hope that the implementation of these new modules will greatly improve communication to applicants
and make the overall application process easier, faster, and more efficient.

The first module, online recommendation letters, will go live on October 15, 2007. It will enable
applicants’ recommenders t o s ub neadofhavingto sentdaherd dat i
regular mail. The online system will also keep track of recommendation letters, informing the applicant
whether letters have or have not been received by the Grad School. Automatic e-mail confirmations will
be received by both recommenders and applicants when a recommendation letter is received by the
Grad School. Furthermore, recommenders who do not submit recommendations in a certain period of
time will receive an e-mail reminder to submit their recommendation promptly.

It is important to note that the online recommendation module required that we create one
recommendation form for use by all Marquette graduate departments. That form has been created and
will be used for all applicants. We will require that the recommender complete the form, which is quite
short and easy to use, and also submit a written letter of recommendation. The use of the form will be
new for those departments that currently require only a letter and no specific form.

The second module will communicate overall application status to the applicant. The applicant will have
the ability to log into their online application account and see the current status of each application
requirement. Once their application is complete, the applicant will receive a confirmation e-mail telling
them that their application is complete and is being sent to the department for review. This status

communication module will go live November 1, 2007.

The last improvement is the decision module, which will go live January 1, 2008. This module will send
an e-mail message to the applicant once the Graduate School receives their application file from the
department with an admission decision. The applicant can then log into their online application account
and view the admissions decision, print an admissions letter, and also indicate whether or not they
intend to accept Mar g ukisntodule will be pafrtieutarly didipfulfad imérrsaationab n
students, who will not have to wait two or three weeks for delivery of their admission notification.

With these new modules, recommenders will no longer have to mail or fax recommendation letters. The
processing time for letters will be reduced greatly, and applications will be sent to the departments
sooner for review. Applicants will no longer have to call or e-mail to find out the status of their
applications. Once they create their online application account, applicants will receive an e-malil
informing them how to log into their account and check the status of their application, which will be
updated on a daily basis. No longer will students have to wait days or weeks for their decision letter to
arrive in the regular mail. They can log into their online account, see the admissions decision and print
an admissions letter. International students will also receive the Financial Verification Form, if applicable,
and will be able to present these official letters to their embassy to obtain a student visa.

Finally, admitted applicants will no longer have to call or e-mail our staff to tell us they want to attend
Marquette. They can simply respond to the enroliment question online, and we will then make them
eligible to register for classes.

We are very excited about these new enhancements of our online application system, and anticipate
that it will greatly improve communication, efficiency, and speed for applicants, departmental review
boards, and admissions staff alike.

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9. Scholarship Opportunities

Mellon Fellowships for Dissertation Research in Original Sources

The Council on Library and Information Resources (CLIR) is now accepting applications for the 2008
Mellon Fellowships for Dissertation Research in Original Sources.

The purposes of this fellowship program are to: help junior scholars in the humanities and related social-
science fields gain skill and creativity in developing knowledge from original sources; enable dissertation
writers to do research wherever relevant sources may be, rather than just where financial support is
available; encourage more extensive and innovative uses of original sources in libraries, archives,
museums, historical societies, and related repositories in the U.S. and abroad; and provide insight from
the viewpoint of doctoral candidates into how scholarly resources can be developed for access most
helpfully in the future.

The program offers about ten competitively awarded fellowships for 2008. Each provides a stipend of
$1,600 per month for 9—12 months. Each fellow will receive an additional $800 upon participating in a
symposium on research in original sources and submitting an acceptable report to CLIR on the research
experience. Thus the maximum award will be $20,000.

Fellowship stipends will support research beginning between June 1 and September 1, 2008, and
ending within 12 months of commencing. Fellowships will not be renewed or extended. Fellows are
expected to devote full time to their dissertation research without holding teaching or research
assistantships or undertaking other paid work. Applicants may apply simultaneously for other
fellowships, including Mellon awards, but fellows may not hold other fellowships simultaneously with
CLIR's. Fellows may use stipends to meet living expenses, travel costs, and other expenses that enable
dissertation research to be carried out, but not to defray tuition.

Applicants do not have to be U.S. citizens, but must be enrolled in a doctoral program in a graduate
school in the United States.

Hertz Foundation Fellowships

The Hertz Foundation has announced the opportunity to apply for one of 20 graduate fellowships in the
applied physical, biological and engineering sciences. This is for current doctoral students in chemistry,
engineering, and mathematics with a focus on near-term application of applied research projects.

There are two options available. Option 1 includes a $31,000/9 month personal stipend (plus $5,000 per
year for dependent child care, if applicable), full tuition equivalent, and is renewable for up to five years.
Option 2 is a $36,000/9 month personal stipend (plus $5,000 per year for dependent child care, if
applicable) for two years, to be coordinated with a 3-year fellowship from another source.
